Protocols for

Staff:

- Face coverings must be worn as soon as staff step onto school

grounds, and always maintaining social distancing. At any time or
place that individuals cannot maintain social distancing,
individuals must wear acceptable face coverings.

- Staff shall be required to wear masks. Masks will be provided to

all staff members by Saints John and Paul School. If a teacher
chooses to wear a mask of their own is equally acceptable. In
addition, face shields will be provided upon teacher request, but
they are not to be used in lieu of a mask.

- All face coverings for staff are subject to approval of the principal

and in some cases the regional superintendent. Face coverings
should be plain and free of any objectionable statements or
support for any group, product, political view, and so on, other
than Saints John and Paul School (SJP) or the Catholic Schools of
the Archdiocese of New York.
